Application Process 

 

Holme Grange awards are judged not just on the 

basis of one test result but take into account a pupil's 

ability, attitude and work ethos. 

 

We ask all pupils to submit a handwritten explanation 

to us of 200 words or less.  This needs to include the 

reasons why they feel they should be considered and 

how they will contribute to the life of the school.   

 

For existing pupils, the latest test results are used, 

together with reports from their subject teachers. All 

new pupils will be expected to undertake an 

assessment in school which will enable us to ascertain 

their current academic standard.
